We use your data to provide and improve the Service. By using the Service, you agree to the collection and
use of information in accordance with this policy. Unless otherwise defined in this Privacy Policy, the terms
used in this Privacy Policy have the same meanings as in our Terms and Conditions.

Definitions

Service

Service means the www.victortreacy.com website and the mobile application operated by Victor
Treacy International

Personal Data

Personal Data means data about a living individual who can be identified from those data (or from
those and other information either in our possession or likely to come into our possession).
Usage Data

Usage Data is data collected automatically either generated by the use of the Service or from the
Service infrastructure itself (for example, the duration of a page visit).

Cookies

Cookies are small files stored on your device (computer or mobile device).

Data Controller

Data Controller means the natural or legal person who (either alone or jointly or in common with
other persons) determines the purposes for which and the manner in which any personal
information are, or are to be, processed.

For the purpose of this Privacy Policy, we are a Data Controller of your Personal Data.

Data Processors (or Service Providers)

Data Subject (or User)

Data Subject is any living individual who is using our Service and is the subject of Personal Data.
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Information Collection and Use

We collect several different types of information for various purposes to provide and improve our Service
to you.

Types of Data Collected

Personal Data

While using our Service, we may ask you to provide us with certain personally identifiable information that
can be used to contact or identify you ("Personal Data"). Personally identifiable information may include,
but is not limited to:

Usage Data

We may also collect information that your browser sends whenever you visit our Service or when you
access the Service by or through a mobile device ("Usage Data").

This Usage Data may include information such as your computer's Internet Protocol address (e.g. [P
address), browser type, browser version, the pages of our Service that you visit, the time and date of your
visit, the time spent on those pages, unique device identifiers and other diagnostic data.

When you access the Service with a mobile device, this Usage Data may include information such as the
type of mobile device you use, your mobile device unique ID, the IP address of your mobile device, your
mobile operating system, the type of mobile Internet browser you use, unique device identifiers and other
diagnostic data.

Tracking Cookies Data
